Thousands of church leaders and young 
disciples are trained and equipped every year to bring the gospel 
into their communities. In 2007 AE commissioned The African 
Enterprise Leadership Training Centre to equip church and 
marketplace leaders to transform Africa. Through collaboration 
with institutions like Moore College, the centre provides high 
quality, low cost training to Africa’s established and emerging 
leaders. The training programs cover a wide range of disciplines 
including; leadership, management, accountability, community 
development, theology, reconciliation, urban mission, 
evangelism, youth ministry and discipleship.

Myrtle Bullen, an 87-year-old AE 
supporter from Dubbo, NSW, was 
eager to see that African pastors 
get the training they need to be 

effective in their ministry. So she asked her pastor if she could 
share in a Sunday service about the need for funds for the 
Preliminary Theological Courses in Kenya, Malawi, Uganda 
and South Africa.

“As soon as the service was over, someone put $50 in my 
hand,” she says. “Then another gave me $50. It was like 
manna from heaven. Then a man I hardly knew asked how 

 
 
much it cost to train each pastor. I told him it was $220, so he 
handed me $440. God sure does answer prayer!”

Altogether Myrtle secured $1,466 to provide theological 
training to more than six pastors in Africa, enabling the further 
transformation of the continent. All it took was someone who 
saw a need and shared it with her congregation. If 87-year-old 
Myrtle can do it, anyone can!

As you know, Maputo has been rocked for decades 
by civil war and widespread poverty. Yet hope 
has now taken hold there because you helped AE 
preach the Good News of Jesus Christ during our 
evangelistic mission from 25th September 
to 2nd October. 

During the mission, AE’s Stephen Lungu 
addressed a crowd of people desperate 

for this hope. As they heard his powerful testimony of �nding God even after 
growing up as a dirty, abandoned street kid, a man cried out from the midst 
of the crowd in anguish. He was desperate for God to rescue him also. So he 
sprinted forward, eager to embrace his Saviour. As he fell to his knees, Stephen 
assured him that “God can take a nobody and make them somebody!”

Tears cascaded down the desperate man’s face. But Stephen assured him,  
“My mother threw me away. But the Lord knew where I was. He loved  
me, and He loves you!” In response, this previously lost man put his life 

in Christ’s hands for the �rst time, experiencing tears of joy, 
relief and new hope.

Along with this man, over 1200 people in Maputo put their 
life in Christ’s hands for the �rst time, �nding the hope offered 
by the same loving God who had so totally transformed 
Stephen’s life. All because you invested prayer and �nancial 
support in helping AE spearhead the Maputo mission. Thank 
you for your vital prayers and support!
